1.  Follow the sample below.

2.  Please remember: you MUST have the source or it is technically plagiarism.

3.  Similarly:  you MUST use your OWN WORDS, or it could be plagiarism.

Remember that an effective note card has:


- A SUBTOPIC HEADING that is specific and assumes that you already know what your 

main topic is   (on Noodle Tools:  use “Piles” to code your cards to subtopics)

- Specific notation of your SOURCE (including page numbers)


- ONE fact/idea per card


- Visual clarity - leaves sufficient spaces, uses indent format 


- Writing on one side only (when using paper note cards)

- NO numbering of cards -- ordering comes later


- Information written IN YOUR OWN WORDS unless you have a specific reason to 

record a quotation.  Put quotations in quotation marks.  Avoid full sentences.
