You will have 3-4 minutes in front of the class. No more. No less.  Construct a monologue.   You may use note cards for reference – but practice so it’s as close to memorization as possible.  Share your knowledge about the problem and explain what can be accomplished and how, using specific evidence.  Your monologue has to be in character and should:

1. Be in first person and dressed in costume - take on the role of this person

2. Show your commitment to your cause and persuade the audience to join you in your reform movement.
3. Explain the problem clearly – be detailed, including specific examples

4. Include background on ‘who’ (individuals and/or groups) was involved with the person.


5. Describe your goals & the methods used to address the problem.  Be specific.



6. Evaluate the impact:  successful or not?  Explain WHY.   Be specific.
7. Include dates/years to offer a clear chronology.
